• Legislative obstacles and barriers for REEF 2W implementations 
have been analysed and suitable suggestions/recommendations 
for policy makers have been set up

• The methodologies have been tested in 5 pilot demonstration 
cases
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REEF 2W MAIN RESULTS - 2

• Training courses for public administrators on the advantages of 
the REEF 2W approach have been realized

• A register of qualified experts for training/assisting public 
administrations has been established

• Actions plans aimed at including the REEF 2W approach in the 
energy and territorial planning at a regional level have been 
drafted and suitable MoU have been signed with local 
administrations
